St Modwen Developments won the SWRDA tender
to develop the Littlecombe site with a proposal for
55% CO2 reduction target. They appointed Severn
Wye Energy Agency as consultants to carry out an
on-site renewable energy options appraisal.

Working closely with consulting engineers Halcrow
Yolles and architects Stephen George and Partners,
wood chip district heating plus 200 PV installations
were selected as the preferred renewable energy
options, coupled with improved insulation levels and
air tightness compared to 2006 Building
Regulations.

Severn Wye Energy Agency assisted with the
tendering and procurement of the wood chip district
heating network and securing £1m financial support
through the Low Carbon Buildings Programme
Stream 2B
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
